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COHORT/CONTEXT DESCRIPTION
	Learning Together is a DECD program for families with children aged birth to four years of age and is located in a number of areas of disadvantage throughout South Australia.

Learning Together SACE engages parents in learning about their children’s learning and about their role as a parent. Integrated Learning is one component of a holistic program.
The cohort of students has had their education disrupted due to a range of reasons. Many have had negative experiences in the traditional schooling sector. The majority of students are from very low socio-economic backgrounds. Access to technology is limited and most students have poor technology skills. Literacy levels vary greatly within the group and for a number of students English is not their first language. All students are parents of young children.


PROGRAM DESIGN

	All students are parents and have the opportunity to attend Integrated Learning one day per week. They complete other SACE subjects and attend Learning Together playgroups on other days.
The program is designed to enable the students to observe and understand their children and to support their role as a parent. By engaging in this course many of the stressors in parenting young children are reduced thereby enabling more engagement in learning.
Learning Dispositions is a program that has been developed in the DECDS Learning Together program as a core learning experience. Its focus is designed to support parents in understanding their child’s learning styles; to support the development in their children of Dispositions that enable learning; and to understand and develop their own roles in fostering these Dispositions. An essential aspect of the course is the practice of parents reflecting on their children and themselves. They are able to transfer knowledge and skills to other aspects of their lives.
Dispositions can be described as habits of mind. The Dispositions that support children and adults in learning include being curious, resourceful, purposeful and persistent, communicative, cooperative or collaborative and confident. This work is based on the research of Margaret Carr, Guy Claxton and Lillian Katz, among others.
The program is taught in a group by both a specialist educator who has qualifications in the teaching of the Dispositions and a secondary school teacher who is an experienced Integrated Learning teacher. The group experience is essential for building understandings, sharing experiences and developing a group that supports changes for families. Students are provided with the opportunity to reflect on how they perform as a group member.
The program has a workbook which involves students recognising how their child already demonstrates particular Dispositions, how these relate to learning, and how they can foster the development of these Dispositions in a positive manner for their children. Areas such as attachment, child development, brain development and learning styles are also included.
Students are able to focus on specific Dispositions; on how their children show these Dispositions; on how they can foster these Dispositions; and what their own Dispositions have meant to their life.

The development of technology skills is included in the program. Students are provided with appropriate technology and the program includes specific skill development tuition. Digital media, including video and photographs are used by all students in recording and writing about their children’s Dispositions. Students have the opportunity to record and present their learning using a range of software programs.

Students are provided with the opportunity to reflect on what they have learnt about the Dispositions and also what they have learnt about technology. They have the opportunity to reflect on how they learn best; to complete self and peer assessment; to reflect on the peer assessment they have received; and to reflect on and evaluate aspects of the program.


CAPABILITIES, LITERACY AND NUMERACY OPPORTUNITIES

	Capabilities

Whilst the program focuses on the development of the capabilities of Learning and Communication, students are provided with a range of resources, learning experiences and activities which facilitate the development of all five capabilities.
The Learning capability is developed when students investigate the Learning Dispositions and the relevance of these Dispositions to their role as a parent. Workbooks, handouts, DVDs, group discussions, practical activities and individual tuition provide students with the opportunity to learn about the Dispositions, Attachment Theory and various parenting related topics. Practical activities allow students to demonstrate how they can apply the knowledge and skills they have learnt both in the area of parenting and communication technology development.
The Communication capability is addressed through the acquisition of improved verbal communication skills with staff, peers and members of the local community. Students are provided with numerous opportunities for both formal and informal verbal communication across a number of cultures. In addition students are provided with a range of technology which allows them to improve both their written communication and their ability to use communication technologies.

Literacy and Numeracy skills

Students are provided with the opportunity to develop their literacy skills by: using appropriate and effective language when working collaboratively with other people; understanding and using correct terms; using appropriate language conventions of grammar, spelling, and punctuation; communicating appropriately for particular audiences and purposes and in a variety of forms; using appropriate listening skills in a team situation; displaying an awareness and understanding of non-verbal communication; using a range of investigative and inquiry skills; applying appropriate study skills; using current communication technologies. Numeracy skills are developed through the use of technology and the analysis of data regarding child development in both statistical and graphical form.

	Practical

Future options for children 
	The purpose of this task is to develop technology skills, investigate future options for children and apply this research information to design a well informed plan for a child. The plan includes structures to develop the Learning Dispositions. Students reflect on and investigate how they would like their child/children to be in twenty years time. They outline the main goals they would like their children to accomplish and explain what Dispositions their child/ren will need to achieve these goals. Students also explain what they need to do to enable their child/ren to develop these Dispositions. Technology is used to present a well developed product.
	Students are required to use technology such as computers, cameras, and various software programs to produce a product that is a minimum of 400 words. A photo or video must be included in the product. Footnotes and a very short bibliography must be included.

	Practical

Learning Dispositions
	The purpose of this task is to develop technology skills and to investigate how the Dispositions support learning for babies, toddlers, primary school children, high school students, young adults and adults over the age of 25. Students also investigate the role adults play in the development of these Dispositions. Technology is used to present findings.
	Students are required to use technology such as computers, cameras and various software programs to produce a product that is a minimum of 400 words. Students are required to use P        to present their findings. A photo or video must be included in the product. Footnotes and a short bibliography must be included.

	Practical

Attachment Theory (part one)
Self assessment, peer assessment and reflection (part two)
	The purpose of this task is to develop technology skills and for students to observe their child demonstrating Attachment Theory. Students also reflect on their role in supporting Attachment in their child. Students critically evaluate their learning; progress in learning; and reflect on learning from peer assessment and self assessment. Students also demonstrate their understanding of connections between the program focus and the capabilities of learning and communication.
	Students present and annotate a series of films which illustrate Attachment Theory. A minimum of 400 words is required.
Students complete self assessment, peer assessment and a reflection. A minimum of 600 words is required.

	Group Activity
	The purpose of this task is for students to learn more about their skills and qualities as a team member when organising and implementing a group activity such as:
· designing and implementing a play activity to support a specific Disposition
· designing and implementing an outing to support the development of Dispositions, or
· designing a resource to support other parents to develop their child’s Dispositions.

Students develop and apply knowledge, concepts and skills related to the development of the Dispositions. They also reflect and critically evaluate their own learning and that of their peers. They reflect on and learn from peer assessment.
	The discussions and group activity are filmed and photographed. Students are assessed on their ability to: develop and apply knowledge, concepts and skills relevant to the group activity; their ability to investigate and analyse concepts, ideas, and skills required for the group activity; their ability to work collaboratively with others; their ability to communicate ideas and informed opinions.
In negotiation with the teacher students choose the method of presentation for self assessment, peer assessment and the reflection. A minimum of 600 words is required if written; a minimum of four minutes if oral or equivalent in multimodal form.

	Folio and discussion
	Folio

Students develop a folio of evidence which illustrates the depth, extent, and focus of their learning throughout the Integrated Learning program. The focus for the folio is to demonstrate what students have learnt about the Learning Dispositions and how the capabilities of Learning and Communication have developed. Included materials demonstrate significant personal learning and how this learning has been applied to other areas of the student’s life. The folio does not include any work that has already been assessed in a different assessment type. The evidence in the Folio supports the discussion.

Discussion

Students participate in a round-table discussion with their teacher and class group about the Integrated Learning program. Students articulate the depth, extent and focus of their learning by referring to evidence in their Folio. Students respond to questions from staff and peers and this provides the opportunity for learning to be assessed in connection with the evidence in the folio. 

Across the Folio and Discussion the evidence needs to show:

· development of knowledge, concepts and skills

· application of these skills for a purpose

· communication of ideas and informed opinions

· justification of these ideas and opinions

· evaluation of learning and progress in learning

· explanation of the connections between the Dispositions and the capabilities of learning, and communication
· development of the learning capability and the communication capability.
	The Folio and Discussion are assessed jointly. The Folio is presented in an A4 folder and may consist of materials such as the Dispositions handbook, handouts, newspaper articles, notes from guest speaker sessions, observations, reflections, photographs, internet research and blog entries. The Discussion is filmed and is a maximum of 10 minutes per student.

	Project (External Assessment)
	Students select an area of personal interest related to the program focus (Learning Dispositions, Attachment Theory, Parenting) for focused investigation.

The project is research-based, a practical based task or a combination of these. Students present the project in two parts:
· an outcome (research or practical based)

· an explanation of the connections between the program focus and the capability in a chosen key area (Communication, Learning or both).
	Assessed individually.
A maximum of 2000 words if written or a maximum of 12 minutes for an oral presentation, or the equivalent in multimodal form.
