COHORT/CONTEXT DESCRIPTION

The assessment plan is designed for a mixed class of 20 students. Whilst some will be local students, a number of the students are from Culturally and Linguistically Diverse (CALD) backgrounds, some of whom are part of the International Student Program (ISP). It is anticipated that students will bring to the class their experiences of the range of cultures in which they have lived.




LEARNING PROGRAM DESIGN

· how the learning program has been designed to engage the range of students in the cohort described above

· the intended delivery of the learning program (e.g. students will undertake elements of the program off-campus, program delivered over ten weeks).
The program focuses on Indonesia as the learning interest. It is developed primarily through the disciplines of history, geography and society and culture. The program is to be delivered as a 10-credit subject over one semester of approximately 18 weeks. Lessons are conducted three times per week on campus and total 220 minutes. Additional off-campus time is required for field visits, excursions etc. Topics have been identified that embrace the learning interest and an understanding of the contributing disciplines and capabilities.

Students use a range of media sources, e.g. newspapers, journals, television, internet, film and video to investigate social issues associated with areas of study. Students are encouraged to share their knowledge of their country of origin and to make and share comparisons in lifestyles, culture, religion, etc. to facilitate the development of greater intercultural understanding. Students have the opportunity to apply their intercultural understandings as they study cross discipline units relating to Indonesia.

The use of information and communication technologies (ICTs) is central to the program, as is the development of the students’ ICT skills. Students have the option to present evidence of learning in a range of multimodal forms, e.g. PowerPoint, as well as working individually or collaboratively.



capabilities, literacy and NUMERACY OPPORTUNITIES

Capabilities

The program focuses on the capabilities of communication and citizenship although students also develop capabilities in personal development, work and learning.

Students have opportunities to develop each of the capabilities through a range of learning and assessment activities. It is intended that a number of different skills and processes will be developed and applied throughout this program, including the undertaking of investigations beyond the classroom and working as a team. Students communicate knowledge in a range of forms and are given opportunities to develop an appreciation of the issues associated with environment, political, social and cultural (including religions) aspects.

Communication

· Use information and communication technology (ICTs) to research, record and present information and communicate with other members of the class

· Interpret and construct written, spoken and multimodal texts, interact with groups and present findings 

· Produce extended responses in a written mode supported by visual evidence which may include diagrams, graphs, charts, models, tables, statistics and photographs

· Acknowledge sources of information using a recognised referencing system.
Citizenship

· Analyse and investigate different disciplinary components relating to culture, economics, politics, social structures, history, and geography
· Visit local destinations of Indonesian significance and examine case studies and contemporary issues to empower students to understand the interactions between communities
· Develop an appreciation of environmental, political, social and cultural (including religions) perspectives relating to Indonesia

· Understand the significance of economic viability and its impact on people’s lives and the environment.
Personal development, work and learning

· Collect, organise, sort, analyse and synthesise information and ideas from different sources, e.g. primary and secondary sources

· Develop ability to think critically and evaluate concepts and appreciate different perspectives

· Appreciate different perspectives, use creativity and originality and to think logically using analytical skills

· Develop skills in constructing and interpreting diagrams, models, maps, charts, tables and other visual and graphical information

· Personal development and work capabilities will be reflected in students’ formation of opinions and development of problem solving skills that will be applicable to a range of career pathways.
Literacy and Numeracy skills

Students are supported through explicit teaching to develop specific literacy skills through communicating information using a range of forms; accessing, critically reviewing and extracting information from a variety of sources; using language processes fit for the purpose e.g. practical reports, investigations and acknowledging sources of information. Opportunities for students to develop their numeracy skills will be provided as they interpret and represent numerical, graphical and statistical information.

(Group project)
	Students, in groups of 2-3, select an issue from the topics and materials covered. They investigate the issue from a range of perspectives of the disciplines covered, including a historical perspective. Each student develops a response to one aspect of the issue and co-presents it to a nominated audience. Students’ interactive and collaborative skills will be evident in their presentations. 

Students provide evidence of their involvement in the group project in an individual report, respond to feedback on their interactive and collaborative skills, and reflect on their own learning and including capabilities developed, including communication. Opportunities for peer assessment will be provided.
	Groups of 2 or 3 research and present a group written, spoken, visual, or multimodal presentation. 
Individual report of max. 750 words or 5 minute oral, visual or multimodal presentation.

	Indonesian environmental issue study 

(Analysis)
	A geographical investigation into an environmental issue, e.g. deforestation, pollution, endangered species or natural disasters. Students use different sources to investigate factors affecting these issues, and evaluate outcomes and reflect on the issue. There is a focus on the capability of citizenship.
	Written format to be negotiated from an article, report, test, argument.
Maximum 1000 words.

	Evaluate the question: “To what extent should Australia be providing aid to Indonesia?” 

(Analysis)
	After using different sources to investigate political and economic interaction between Australia and Indonesia, students develop a response to the question “To what extent should Australia be providing aid to Indonesia?” 

Students demonstrate knowledge and understanding of political and economic concepts and reflect on their learning.
	Written response e.g. speech, article (format to be negotiated) of maximum 1000 words.
Relevant diagrams, graphs, quotations, illustrations and hyperlinks may be included.

	Regional study of Indonesia 
(Skills and applications tasks) 


	Using their understanding of aspects of the three disciplines (ie geography, history and society and culture), students apply investigative techniques to collect information relating to aspects of various nominated regions of Indonesia. They synthesise the information and present findings as an illustrated, hyperlinked information guide for Australian tourists planning to visit the particular region.
	Illustrated, hyperlinked information guide of no more than 1000 words or 6 minute oral or multi-modal presentation. Three lessons allocated.
