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What is a vision statement? 

The vision statement should be a clear and inspiring description of what the subject aims to achieve in the future. It’s like a guiding 
star—defining aspirations and setting a long-term direction. Think of it as answering the question: "Where do we want to go?" It’s 
meant to be ambitious, motivating, and forward-thinking.  

Guiding criteria: 
• Makes clear what is unique to the subject 
• Reflects the key drivers in the context of that subject 
• Is focussed on the essence of the subject 
• Future focussed
