COHORT/CONTEXT DESCRIPTION

This program has been designed for a motivated, mixed ability group of students comprising six males and nine females.  The ability, interests and levels of motivation in this group are wide ranging.  Students are quite confident and they enjoy the opportunity to share ideas.  As a result, tasks have been carefully selected to meet the diverse needs and interests of the group. 
All of the students have completed Year 11 English and most have sound reading, writing and speaking skills.  Most students in the class aspire to further study.


PROGRAM DESIGN

A diverse range of texts, content and media will be explored in depth.  Through both shared texts, and through a range of wider sources (such as electronic media and advertisements), students have the opportunity to explore textual features and link these texts with their own world.

By focusing on computer-mediated communication in the first communication study, students become aware of the way we are influenced by different forms of communication of everyday texts – particularly Facebook, MySpace and the College Websites.  Students have the opportunity to fully explore the idea of language in relation to audience, form and context. From here they are able to develop their understanding, analysis and application of purpose, form, audience and context in other areas of the program.

Assessment tasks, and the texts which form them, will be varied in form, genre and length to cater for the range of student abilities and strengths within the class. Students negotiate the focus and form of a number of tasks by being provided with a range of choices and through direct communication with the teacher. This includes the practical application study.

For the folio, students will be given a number of opportunities to embark on independent study stemming from the texts we study throughout the year.  For example, students may respond to a live performance during the Fringe Festival, a newspaper article or an independent reading novel. 


capabilities, literacy and NUMERACY OPPORTUNITIES

Capabilities

The main focus of this program is the communication capability through the development of the students’ capacity to communicate for a variety of purposes and in a range of contexts. Students learn to recognise the conventions of different text types; they use these conventions in composing their own texts and comment on the way conventions and language shapes readers’ and viewers’ responses to texts.
Literacy and Numeracy skills

Students read, view and respond to a range of texts in a range of different forms in the text and communication studies. 
Students have the opportunity to speak, write and compose using a range of technologies in the text production study. 
Students engage with, and reflect on, the ways in which texts are created for specific purposes and audiences in the communication study. Individually and in groups, they reflect critically on, and use appropriate language to convey meaning and solve problems in both familiar and unfamiliar contexts.
When students read texts in the text study they develop an understanding of concepts such as time, number, and space. In creating and responding to texts in the communication study, students draw on an understanding of spatial features to comment on the layout and construction of texts; they also interpret numerical symbols and combine them with pictures. 
In English Communications students use numeracy skills when they include, interpret and critique statistical information that supports an argument or conclusions in expository texts.

4. To what extent is this story a fable?  What lesson about humanity is conveyed?  How does this connect with your own values and beliefs?

5. At the time, German society struggled with issues of social interactions such as obedience, conformity, prejudice and discrimination.  How are these aspects explored in the text?  And link to your own values and beliefs.

	Drama Text

(Text Analysis)
	Text Type: Drama Text – The Zoo Story by Edward Albee, directed by Catherine Fitzgerald

Imagine you are a review writer for one of the following publications:

· artsHub.com.au, a popular Australian theatre review site.

· The Advertiser
· AdelaideNow.com.au
Write a review of the live performance of The Zoo Story.
You should include the following:
· who (theatre company)

· what (the play)

· when (date of performance)

· where (the theatre)

Give the name of the director – the director is responsible for most aspects of the play, so you can address your praise or criticism of most aspects of the play towards them.
	Written: up to a maximum of 1000 words.

	Film Text

(Text Analysis)
	Text type: Film Remember the Titans, directed by Boaz Yankin

Students choose from the following questions:

1. How does the director represent the concept of change in the film Remember the Titans?
2. Imagine you are the director, Boaz Yankin.  You have been asked to present to a group of film enthusiasts discussing how you developed certain ideas in the film. Make reference to specific scenes and characters in your presentation. 

3. Choose one character from the film Remember the Titans and discuss the way the director uses this character to explore prejudice and stereotyping.  You should refer to filmic techniques in your response.

4. How does the director explore one theme in the film?  Examine one or two scenes in relation to this theme and discuss its effectiveness.
	Recorded oral: to a maximum of 6 minutes or equivalent response in multimodal form 
(Include cue cards, transcript, PowerPoint or other evidence of the oral presentation.)

	Recount - Supervised

(Text Production)
	Choose one of the following:

1. Describe a humorous or embarrassing incident.

2. One of those truly momentous occasions!

3. One day when I was not at my best.
4. Even now, looking back, I can scarcely believe what happened.

5. If only...

6. I spoke out – I should have remained quiet

7. The decision

8. I remember the first time I saw...

9. Select a photo from your childhood as inspiration for a descriptive recount of this time in your life.

10. Select a photo of a family member or friend.  Write a recount of an event in their lives from their point of view.
The recount must be written in the form of an autobiography or biography.  This means you can retell the events from your own perspective or from the perspective of a character.
	Supervised written narrative completed in class in a 90 minute period, to a maximum of 1000 words in length.

	Expository – to persuade or communicate a point of view

(Text Production)
	Choose one of the following for your persuasive piece and clearly identify which one you have chosen. Give your work a title. Your writing may be in the form of a magazine or newspaper article, a letter, an essay, a speech, an editorial or an opinion piece. 
· An obituary mourning the ‘death’ of a concept or value that has been lost or compromised in modern society.
· Select an issue of concern in society today – possibly something portrayed in the media – and present your point of view regarding the issue.

· ‘I have a dream’ – what is your dream? How can this dream be achieved?

· Select an issue of concern in your school.  Choose your point of view and your audience and persuade your audience this issue must be addressed.
	Written: up to a maximum of 1000 words.

	Narrative

(Text Production)
	Using one of the following forms, you are required to create a multimodal narrative suitable for children,

· Photo Story or Moviemaker (digital story telling)

or
· Performance
Your story will be aired between children’s programs on the ABC from Monday to Friday.
Use the following checklist to get you started:

· come up with a series of ideas suitable for a children’s story (as a class)

· choose one of these and plan your narrative – characters, setting, the main problem – will your narrative teach the audience a story?

· write a draft of the narrative and, if using Photo Story or Movie Maker, create a story board presenting the plan of your images and voiceovers.
Your draft must include the following:

· orientation

· complication

· climax

· resolution.
	A multimodal text to a maximum of 6 minutes in length.

	Comparative analysis of two forms of communication

(Communication Study)
	View the College Website and one other form of computer mediated communication (such as Facebook, MySpace, Edmodo etc.) and compare them in terms of audience, purpose, form and context. 
The comparison should include an introduction outlining each site, a series of paragraphs examining similarities and differences, and a conclusion summarising the findings.
	Written: up to a maximum of 1000 words.

	Practical Application – Free Choice

(Communication Study)
	Students choose from the following application tasks:

· filmmaking
· workplace writing

· investigating
· language
· multimedia Web Authoring

· oral language

· writing for publication.
Time will be spent with each student to generate ideas based on their interests, so students choose the application task from which they will benefit most.
	Students produce a product for their chosen application and a reflection on the process of producing the product.
Maximum lengths for written, multimodal and oral tasks should be consistent with those in the subject outline. 


	Folio:

Part 1: Response to an example of communication

Part 2: Text production with writer’s statement
	Students write a response to an example of communication. This example could be a literature text or a text used to communicate an idea or information. In their response students explore the success, or otherwise, of the example in their meeting the expectations of the intended audience.

Students compose a piece of written text and a writer’s statement in which they outline their intentions and reflect on the process used to produce the text. The piece of text produced can be creative or functional.


	The folio must be a product of independent study.

The writing in the folio should be a maximum of 2000 words.
