Prizes awarded to eight emerging artists at SACE Art Show opening

Top young artists and designers from across the State were recognised for their creative flair
at the official opening of the SACE Art Show last night.

The prestigious Poster Award was presented to Brighton Secondary School graduate Mikayla
Stewart, for her leaf-inspired pendant light.

e Joshua Kildare (Eckersley’s Encouragement Award) — for Wander to Wonder
e Coco Hoskin-Murray - for Cocobean
e Brody Gray - for logo and branding for the Southern Sharks

The remaining major prize — the Community Award, sponsored by Credit Union SA — will be
announced in early May, and enables visitors to vote for their favourite art or design work
throughout the six week exhibition. Those who cast their vote will go in the running for a prize
valued at $500.
