Stage 2 Visual Art – Art/Design
Marking Assessment Type 1: Folio
1. Consider each specific feature relevant to your LAP and then look at the performance standards. Look through the student’s Folio and gain an initial impression:
· Has the student attempted to provide evidence of all the required specific features?

· What grade would you give the student based on your initial impression?
2. Use the performance standards rubric to carefully examine evidence in the 40 pages of the Folio and determine where the student achievement exists in each of the features at the relevant standard.
3. Now look back at the whole rubric and see the overall picture. This is when you will make an on balance decision regarding the overall grade for this assessment.
Marking Assessment Type 2: Practical
4. Consider each specific feature relevant to your LAP and then look at the performance standards. Examine the resolved artworks and statements to gain an initial impression:
· Has the student attempted to give evidence of all the required specific features? 
· What grade would you give the student based on your initial impression?

5. In making an assessment decision on the Practical, you assess the evidence of learning, taking into consideration the specific features from PA1 and PA4 – Practical Application in the resolved artwork. There needs to be a specific feature from AS – Analysis and Synthesis included for assessing the Practitioner Statement.
It is important to note that the rich learning that is evidenced in PA1 and PA4 can be the guide to help make the final on balance decision.
Do not use the word weighting, use the term rich learning.

So in making your decision, you look at the grade level of all specific features.
Then you decide what achievement in PA1 and PA4 does to the whole.

6. Now look back at the whole rubric and determine the overall picture.
This is when you will make an on balance decision for the overall grade in this assessment.
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
