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Marking the Visual Study
1. Look through the student’s Visual Study to gain an initial impression. Ask the questions 
· ‘ Has the student  produced evidence against the specific features?’ 
· What grade would you give the student based on your initial impression?

2 Now use the performance standards rubric to examine evidence carefully and determine where the student achievement is in each of the features in the grades A+ to E–.

3 Consider each specific feature and then look at the performance standards. Specific features may be evident in the text and in the visual ideas; therefore, in one part of the study you might tick the B performance standard, but there may be times where the student shows evidence at other grades levels.
4. Now look back at the whole rubric and see what the overall achievement looks like based on the performance standards. This is where you will make an on balance decision of the overall grade for the student. 
5. Transfer the grade to the ‘Individual External Assessment Results Sheet’ for Assessment Type 3: Visual Study, then make a decision about the numerical equivalent you will attach to the grade, and mark it on the results sheet.
6. Transfer the individual numerical value to the external assessment results sheet (white) for the each assessment group.
7. Complete the supervision and verification sheet from the learning area manual and keep in the school. If you are unable to verify that the visual study is the student’s own work complete Form 4/11 from the SACE Operations Manual 2011 and submit to the SACE Board, through the SACE Coordinator.
8. The following specific features of the assessment design criteria are assessed in the visual study:

· practical application – PA1 and PA3

· analysis and synthesis – AS1, AS2, and AS4

· inquiry an exploration – IE1 and IE2.
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
