More Frequently Asked Questions
1. Are the notations, index or statement of intent part of the word count?

  The SACE Board word count policy states:
The word-count does not include the title/question page, the contents page, the

Reference list or bibliography (including footnotes that are used as references), and

appendixes.*

A reference list or bibliography that is required for an assessment task is not included

In the word-count, but will be assessed for accuracy and consistency.
2. How will the Visual Study differ from the Folio?

The Visual Study is an area of study which draws on information and inspiration from the work of an individual practitioner and /or group of practitioners in particular historical /or cultural contexts. The students are expected to understand and apply a process which leads to conclusions or findings of some significance.
Although students may explore or experiment, there is no expectation of a resolved piece of art design be a part to the Visual Study.

The Visual Study may be inspired or informed by, or connected to the other aspects of the teaching and learning program; however the final product does not repeat any work previously completed.

The Folio is a record that documents the visual learning to support resolved artworks. 
3. What could the Visual Study look like?

The Subject Outline states that, for a 10 credit subject, students submit a maximum10 A3 pages or equivalent and for a 20 credit subject, students submit a maximum of 20 A3 pages or equivalent.
Students can submit all or part of their Visual Study in an audio/visual electronic format if the study idea is an application in three dimensions, such as model-making, sculpture, installation performance or body art.
The A3 folio, CD, or DVD should contain written or oral material that should include introductory information, annotated comments, analysis, synthesis, and conclusions.

4. Can Knowledge and Understanding 2 (KU2) be considered as part of the specific features for assessment for the Visual Study?  
For 2011 the following specific features of the assessment design criteria are assessed in the visual study: 

· Practical Application — PA1 and PA3

· Analysis and Synthesis — AS1, AS2, and AS4

· Inquiry and Exploration — IE1 and IE2.

Subject experts on the CLG will be consulted on the range of specific features which will be assessed in the Visual Study in 2012. 
5. How is the teacher’s assessment decision indicated to the moderators?
Moderators will have access to the Learning and Assessment Plans with addendums (as applicable) and task sheets. Teachers may also choose to include their own marking sheet another document which details assessment decisions against the performance standards.
