Art/Design - Visual Study 
Teacher FAQs

Q. Will there be examples of student work available on the website that illustrate analysis and synthesis, inquiry and exploration, and analysis of art and design works?

The SACE Board is building examples of student responses during 2011. On Site and Final Moderation conducted at the end of this year will provide an opportunity to source a wide range of student examples.

Q. If a student chooses to integrate a maximum of 2000 words of written text for the Visual Study how should that written text be presented? 

If the student chooses to submit up to a maximum of 2000 words for their Visual Study, there are no restrictions regarding how the written information should be provided. 
For example a student could start the study with a 500 word introduction, 1000 words spread over the 20 A3 pages, with a conclusion of 500 words. Alternatively they may choose to spread the words throughout the whole study, integrating it with the other material presented.  Another example is that the student may choose to intersperse the experimentation and exploration with annotations, up to a maximum of 2000 words.

Q. Do students need to address a chosen statement throughout their writing in their Visual Study?

It is not expected that every student works in this way but a statement may direct them in their investigation, research and analysis. 

Q. Is it appropriate for students to set their own topic?
Students are encouraged to look for a topic that will inspire them for their Visual Study. There may be some students who will need further scaffolding by the teacher to enable them complete this external assessment type successfully.

Q. Why are the specific features of the Assessment Design Criterion Knowledge and Understanding not assessed in the Visual Study?
In the Visual Study students are asked to provide evidence against the Assessment Design Criteria of:

· Practical Application

· Analysis and Synthesis

· Inquiry and Exploration. 
Students should provide evidence of Knowledge and Understanding in the other two assessment types.

Q. How many times should the each specific feature be addressed over the full 20 A3 pages.
There is no specific number of times that each specific feature should be addressed. Rather in making a final assessment of the student’s study, teachers should review all evidence and build an initial assessment decision. To confirm the grade, they should then identify where each specific feature has been addressed. Finally the teachers should consider the evidence and specific features as a whole to make final, fine grained decision (A+ to E –).
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
