PROGRAM DESIGN

The Stage 1 and Stage 2 Community Studies classes are timetabled on one line with two teachers team-teaching.  There are 43 students in total. The subject line has five 45 minute lessons, organised as two doubles and one single. All Stage 2 students are required to attend during the single period – some have to come out of other classes – to discuss their progress one-to-one. For the rest of the week, Stage 2 students negotiate whether they will be in class, or at another specified activity related to their study. Students are encouraged to arrange for their community activity to occur in that time, but that is not always possible. Two students are unable to attend during that lesson and have to negotiate a different arrangement with either of the teachers.

The students with negotiated education plans are encouraged to identify their learning needs in their contract to explain the nature of the goals they set themselves.

Seven students are undertaking a single semester, 10-credit program based on Work and the Community, which has learning activities that all undertake. However, they develop individual goals related to their identified capabilities, and organise their own work experience as their community activity.
