The bold red title contrasts well against the dark background image. The light font colours of white and 
yellow contrast against the darker background image. The white frame around the image provides contrast 
for the characters in the image. The slash keys contrast against the text. 

Repetition 

The font colour scheme of white, yellow and blue are repeated throughout the design. The use of upper 
case text used for the feature articles are repeated within the page. The use of asterisks are repeated to 
emphasise a point. The colour red is repeated in the title, selling line and the website address. The font 
styles are repeated in the page. 

Alignment 

The red title of the magazine is aligned from edge to edge. The selling line is left aligned directly below the 


bold title. The website address is right aligned directly below the bold title. The Movie title image is right 

aligned with text on the left aligned around the image and text on the right aligned to the right of the image. 
Text on the bottom of the page is centre aligned as well as the date and price which is centre aligned 
between the peaks of the letter M. 

Proximity 

The price and date information of the magazine are grouped together within the brackets of the 'M' in the 
bold title of Movie title • Shapes are used throughout the design to both group together relevant information as 
well as separate unrelated items. Forward slashes are used at the bottom of the design to separate the 
listed movie titles. Use of white space between each feature article separates unrelated articles. Text that is 


related to the Movie title is grouped with the image that relates to Movie title .

The bold dark blue title contrasts well against the dull light background of the main image. The image 
contrasts against the faint background of the design. Bold text contrasts against the lighter coloured 
background. The font colour scheme chosen contrasts well against the background. The variation of colour 
used in the feature articles provides contrast enabling the title of the feature article to stand out against the 
body text. 

Repetition 

The font colour schemes of blue, white and yellow are repeated in the font colours. The dark blue of the 
bold title is repeated in the models clothing. The yellow font is repeatedly used for article headlines and the 
white font is used for further information. Bold text is repeated in the feature articles. 

Alignment 

Most of the feature articles are aligned to the left of the image. One article centre aligned to the 

right of the image. The title and selling line at the top of the design are aligned from edge to edge. The 
additional information in white font is centre aligned above the title. 

Proximity 

The selling line is grouped with the title. A vertical line separates unrelated items regarding the additional 
information above the title. White space is used to separate unrelated articles throughout the design. 
Different colours of font separate different elements of the magazine's articles.

The black text contrasts well against the white page. The dark grey rectangular shapes contrast well 
against both the white background and the white text that has been placed inside them. The solid 
background colour of the advertisement constrasts well against the white page. 

Repetition 

The font colour of black has been repeated throughout the page as well as the dark grey rectangular 
shapes with the white text. The repetition of images grouped with the relevant article is also evident 
throughout the page. The blue text to express another link has also been repeated at the bottom of the 
articles. 

Alignment 

Images have been left aligned to the text which is also left aligned. The interviews at the bottom of the 
page have been aligned in three hidden columns. The text present in the advertisement has been centre 
aligned. 

Proximity 

The dark grey shapes separate the feature interview from the others at the bottom of the page. The images 
have been grouped with the relevant interview information. A thin black stroke has been used for all the 
images on the page to separate them from the white background. Images and white space separate the 
different interviews at the bottom of the page. The stroke around the advertisement separates in from the 
rest of the page.

.......... magazine has used a more general navigation bar that is aligned left to right directly below 
the banner. The white text contrasts well against the dark rectangular shape which also highlights 
the navigation bar well.

When analysing the final product it illustrates the key features of an E magazine and a 
magazine front cover. The E magazine displays general elements such as feature stories, a 
subscription page, media gallery, electronic animation and external links that are specific to 
an on line magazine. The E magazine incorporates Photoshop techniques, Flash animation 
and Dreamweaver techniques such as rollover images, light boxes and swap image galleries, 
therefore, meeting the specifications of the task. 

The magazine cover includes feature articles, images, a barcode, issue number, date, price, title 
and a selling line which are specifications for a front cover of a magazine. Feedback indicated that 
the final products were authentic. 

The target audience was surveyed with general feedback from the respondents saying that the 

E magazine was easy to navigate through, great layout and lots of relevant information, evident in 
the following quote from one of the survey respondents: 

"Easy to navigate, lots of information, good layout." 

Therefore, both final products communicated well to the intended audience. 

The hardware and software choices worked well for both the documentation and producing of the 
task. Some hardware devices were slow and would freeze, therefore, becoming an ongoing time 
constraint. The Adobe Suite software that was used was suitable; manipulation, web designing 
and documenting were all easy to execute and I would use them again if I were to repeat this task. 

The investigating helped immensely when beginning the task. The hardest part of designing 

is getting started which was why investigation of banners, navigation bars and colour schemes 
relevant to the entertainment style worked as a good foundation for the devising. Investigating 
also helped to evaluate the types of articles and advertisements that could be used in the final 
product. Investigating gave me a general idea of an end product. 

The design plans helped to give a general direction of layout. Detailed design plans forced me to 
plan layout, select fonts, colour schemes etc. The plans gave me a focused direction and helped 
with time management. The placement of images and text was much easier to calculate when 
referring back to the design plans. As my designs did not change much there was no stopping 
and starting over again which helped with my time management. 

The design plans for the E magazine were generally followed, only changing the placement 

of certain images on my interview page. After beginning the producing I did go back and add 
horizontal and vertical lines to the design plans as the contrast and proximity between different 
articles and images was not evident when beginning the first page of the E magazine. 

After producing the first page, the interview page, it was easy to understand where lines would

work best on other pages and how they would both separate and group relevant information on 
specific pages. 

If I were to do this task again I would completely modify my time management. At the start of 
this task I found it difficult to begin, nevertheless, when I did start getting into it I did not complete 
enough to be able to pace myself and complete everything to my full potential. I believe time 
management was personally the weakest part of this whole task; however I know that I can learn 
from this for other stage 2 subjects next year. If I were to repeat this task I would make sure that 
I was working on something almost every day to be able to finish everything within good time. 
Therefore my work could be drafted several times to ensure the best possible grade.
