	· High level of proficiency evident in serves, using a combination of high, short and flick serves with control, accuracy and placement

· Hits clears, drop shot and smash with identical technique

· Overhead shots are highly proficient, played from highest point – effective side-on body position, summation of body parts and excellent wrist pronation 

· Highly proficient net shots; lift, net kill and drop with precision 

· Displays high level of proficiency in playing shots with power, deception and finesse to dominate opponent

· Court movement is dynamic and explosive

· Consistently ‘out positions’ opponents using a full range of technically proficient shots

· Identifies opponents preferred defensive side and attacks weaker area with high proficiency

· Demonstrates high degree of spacial awareness. Consistently plays shuttle within the dimensions of the court.
· Plays net shots on racquet foot
	· Highly proficient in accurately reading the game 

· When out of position, responds to opponents tactics with a high level of proficiency by playing shuttle defensively to the back of the court

· Highly proficient in adapting to new tactics employed by opposition

· Highly proficient in covering the court efficiently to play the shuttle early

· Highly proficient in recovery to ‘base’ after each shot

· Highly proficient in turning defence into attack

· Highly proficient in adapting game plan to combat opponents strengths and exploit weaknesses
	· Highly proficient in accurately reading the game and communicating this to teammate

· Highly proficient in controlling tempo of game and identifying when changes in power or ‘touch’ are required

· Identifies and implements attacking formations with high proficiency when appropriate

· Proactive initiation and contribution to attacking plans

· Proactive application of speed, power and finesse to the benefit of the team

· Proactive in identifying and exploiting weaknesses in opposition teams

· Always takes first opportunity to attack and finish rally

· Uses deception to wrong-foot opponents
	· Highly proficient in adopting a defensive formation when required
· Highly proficient in identifying and responding to opposition offensive strategies

· Highly proficient in initiating and communicating correct defensive strategies/formations with teammate
	· Proactively demonstrates initiative and self-reliance during all practical activities

· Follows through all set tasks

· Proactively initiates warm up activities

· Proactively displays leadership by assisting others during practice activities and game scenarios

· Demonstrates a high degree of game strategy by proactively initiating tactics effectively in games

· Proactive in exposing weaknesses in opposition defensively and offensively
	· Constructive, confident and positive in all interactions with all players

· Works collaboratively to improve individual and team performance at all times

· Demonstrates respect for officials and an understanding of rules at all times

· Contributes significantly to positive morale and team spirit and is proactive in initiating this

· Displays perseverance and determination consistently

· Maintains concentration and effort during all lessons 

· Demonstrates a high level of fitness resulting in minimal skill and decision making errors

	· Proficient serves using a combination of high, short and flick serves with a reasonable degree of control, accuracy and placement

· Hits clears, drop shot and smash effectively, however variations in technique can be seen occasionally

· Overhead shots are proficient – effective side-on body position, summation of most body parts, however, may lack some wrist pronation 

· Proficient net shots; lift, net kill and drop with some consistency

· Displays proficiency in playing shots with power, deception and finesse
· Efficient court movement 

· Effectively ‘out positions’ opponents using technically proficient key shots

· Identifies opponents preferred defensive side and attacks weaker area with proficiency
	· Proficient in accurately reading the game on most occasions

· When out of position, is capable of responding to opponents tactics with proficiency by playing shuttle defensively to back of the court, with occasional execution errors evident

· Proficiently adapts to new tactics employed by opposition

· Proficiently covers the court with reasonable efficiency to play the shuttle early 

· Proficient in recovery to ‘base’ after each shot, most of the time

· Proficient at turning defence into attack, most of the time 

· Proficient in adapting game plan to combat opponents strengths and exploit weaknesses
	· Proficient in reading the game and communicating this to teammates

· Proficient in controlling the tempo of game and appropriately identifying when changes in power or ‘touch’ are required on most occasions

· Identifies and implements attacking formations with proficiency on most occasions

· Proficient in initiating attacking plans

· Active application of speed, power and finesse to the benefit of the team

· Active in identifying and exploiting weaknesses in opposition teams most of the time
	· Proficient in adopting a defensive formation

· Proficient in identifying and responding to opposition offensive strategies with limited prompts required

· Proficient in communicating defensive strategies/formations with teammate
	· Actively demonstrates initiative and self-reliance during most practical activities

· Follows through most set tasks

· Actively initiates some warm up activities

· Actively displays leadership by assisting others during practice activities and game scenarios on most occasions

· Demonstrates game strategy by actively initiating tactics with some effectiveness in games

· Active in exposing weaknesses in opposition
	· Confident and positive interactions with all players

· Works collaboratively on most occasions to improve individual and team performance

· Demonstrates respect for officials and an understanding of rules  at most times

· Contributes to positive morale and team spirit and is active in initiating this

· Displays perseverance and determination on most occasions 

· Maintains concentration and effort during most lessons

· Demonstrates a good level of fitness, with fatigue resulting in some skill and decision making errors

	C
	· Competent attempts to serve using a combination of serve types, however some lack of control, accuracy and placement may be evident. One type of serve is generally relied upon to get the shuttle into play

· Hits clears, drop shot and smash with competence, however variations to the technique are evident

· Overhead shots are competent but with some evidence of inefficiency where the body is too front-on restricting summation of body parts. Grip changes during rallying, causing a ‘pan-handled’ grip, thus eliminating wrist pronation on occasions.
· Competent net shots; lift, net kill and drop with some consistency on occasions

· Displays competence in playing shots although the power of the shot is not consistent due to technique faults

· Some efficient court movement 

· Occasionally ‘out positions’ opponents relying on one or two key shots to do so

· Identifies and attempts to exploit opponents preferred defensive side and attacks weaknesses competently at times
	· Competently reads the game at times with some accuracy e.g. attempts to finish off a weak lift

· When out of position, attempts to play shuttle defensively to back of the court, however execution can be inconsistent

· Competently adapts to new tactics employed by opposition with some success

· Competently covers the court

· Attempts to recover to ‘base’ after shots with variable consistency 

· Competent at turning defence into attack some of the time 

· Competent in adapting game plan to combat some of opponents strengths and exploit some weaknesses
	· Competent in reading the game, however at times passive in communicating to teammate

· Attempts to control the tempo of the game, often reacting rather than initiating play

· Identifies and implements attacking formations with competence at times

· Competent in initiating attacking plans at times

· Application of some speed, power and finesse to the benefit of the team with variable consistency

· Generally competent attempt to identify and exploit weaknesses in opposition
	· Competent attempts to adopt a defensive formation, but may requires instruction from teammate 

· Competent in identifying and responding to opposition offensive strategies when instruction provided

· Communicates some defensive strategies/formations with teammate
	· Generally demonstrates initiative and self-reliance in most practical activities

· Follows through some set tasks but may be distracted by others at times

· Participates actively in warm up activities

· Displays some contribution to leadership at times during practice activities and game scenarios

· Demonstrates some game strategy by initiating tactics with some effectiveness on occasions in games 

· Generally effective attempts to expose weaknesses in opposition 
	· Appropriate and positive interactions with most players with limited need of guidance

· Works collaboratively on some occasions to improve individual and team performance

· Demonstrates respect for officials and an understanding of rules at most times, with need for occasional guidance

· Contributes to positive morale and team spirit in a generally effective manner

· Displays perseverance and determination on some occasions, with some need for increased effort and application to improve skill performance 

· Maintains concentration and effort during lessons generally, but may lose focus

· Demonstrates a sound level of fitness, however increasing fatigue results in increased skill and decision making errors 

	D
	· Some competent attempts to serve using one type of serve to get shuttle into play but with inconsistency 

· Hits clears, drop shot and smash with inconsistent success and variations in techniques used are regularly evident

· Overhead shots are inconsistently played and lack fluency and efficiency, with the body position always front-on restricting the summation of body parts – leading generally to an ‘elbow strike’. Incorrect technique for grip, causing a ‘pan-handled’ grip, thus eliminating wrist pronation.
· Some competent net shots; however lift, net kill and drop lack control and fluency and contact with the shuttle is often not made

· Displays some competence in playing shots although with limited power due to significant technique faults

· Court movement is inconsistent and on many occasions position is in the middle of the court

· Strikes shuttle back to centre of opposition court, rarely re-positioning the opponent

· Attempts to exploit opposition weaknesses occasionally with some competence
	· Reads the play with occasional accuracy – does not attempt to finish point when opportunity arises

· When out of position, shows limited success in playing shuttle defensively to back of the court 

· Shows some competence in adapting to new tactics employed by opposition with occasional success

· Some competence in covering the court occasionally

· Remains out of position after shots with limited evidence of recovery to ‘base’ 

· Some competence at turning attack into defence on limited occasions with most evidence showing that play is reactive to opponent

· Some competence in adapting game plan on occasions
	· Some competence in reading the game on occasions however mostly passive in communicating to teammates 

· Reacts to opponents play on most occasions

· Some inconsistent attempts to implement attacking formations when opportunities arise with some success

· Initiates attacking plans with occasional success or consistency 

· Some inconsistent application of speed and power to the benefit of the team

· Identifies weaknesses in opposition with occasional success in exploiting the identified area
	· Can occasionally adopt a basic defensive formation, but may require instruction from teacher or teammate 

· Some competence in identifying opposition offensive strategies, with inconsistent success in response, when instruction provided 

· Communicates few defensive strategies/formations with teammate with inconsistent success


	· Occasionally demonstrates initiative and self-reliance in practical activities

· Follows through some set tasks at times but may be distracted and can affect the performance of others

· Participates at times in warm up activities

· Follows leadership of others during practice activities and game scenarios

· Follows tactics initiated by others with some effectiveness

· Occasionally identifies weaknesses in opposition with some success in exploiting the identified area
	· Some appropriate and positive interactions with peers with regular guidance

· Works collaboratively with others occasionally

· Occasionally demonstrates respect for officials and an understanding of rules, with need for guidance required frequently

· Contributes to the development of positive morale and team spirit occasionally

· Occasionally displays perseverance and determination, affecting overall skill performance 

· Maintains concentration and effort during lessons occasionally, with loss of focus affecting skill development 

· A number of skill and decision making errors are evident due to indifferent level of fitness

	· Limited ability to contact shuttle with consistency

· Limited technical proficiency
	· Limited ability to read the play, always caught out of position

· Limited ability to adapt to new tactics 
	· Minimal attempt to implement attacking formations

· Limited tactical awareness
	· Minimal attempt to implement defensive formations

· Limited tactical awareness
	· Limited evidence of engagement with tactics initiated by others

· Limited recognition of weaknesses in opposition
	· Limited perseverance and determination in all activities

· Focus is on themselves rather than becoming involved in team morale and team spirit building activities

· Limited fitness and concentration
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
