ASSESSMENT type 1: CASE STUDY 

PREPARING FOR INTERNATIONAL TRAVEL
Purpose 

To work in a small group to undertake a case study of an international tourism destination and present findings to the class. This is an opportunity to apply the practical tourism skills of working collaboratively and acting in the role of a travel consultant. It is also an opportunity to apply an understanding of tourism concepts, including sustainable tourism and cultural sustainability.
Description of assessment

Working in a group of 2-3, investigate a non-Australian tourism destination and present findings to the class in oral and/or multimedia form. Towards the end of the activity, reflect on the group’s work and final product.
Use the following steps to develop your case study and present evidence of learning for assessment:
1. Getting organised

With teacher assistance, form a group of 2-3 students. Select an international tourism destination from the list of economically and culturally diverse destinations provided by the teacher, from South-East Asia, Pacific Islands, South America and the Middle East.  

2. Investigating the destination

Work collaboratively to:

· Identify, locate and analyse a range of secondary sources, and primary sources where relevant, which provide different perspectives (e.g. host community, traveller, tourism operator) about the destination.
· Interpret sources and apply practical tourism skills to prepare travel information needed for Australians, travelling from Adelaide, to the destination. For example:

· types of visitors who find the destination attractive and why

· location and travel considerations, including passports, visas, currency and exchange, safety and health considerations, seasons, must see and dos, transport options to and from Adelaide and at the destination, accommodation options, approximate costings, etc.

· Apply your understanding of responsible travel to interpret and analyse cultural understandings and environmental considerations for visitors travelling to the destination. 

3. Presentation
Work collaboratively to:

· Identify a focus for your presentation (e.g. travel advice for a particular traveller type, travel documentary format, travel consultant role play, etc.) and plan the best form to communicate findings (e.g. oral presentation with PowerPoint, short video clip, etc.).
· Present your findings to the class.
4. Written Review
Individually complete a written review of the group work and final presentation by completing the record sheet provided (attached at the end of task sheet).
Assessment conditions. 
Both the presentation and written review contribute to the final assessment of this task. Individual assessments are awarded to students, however, as a starting point; one group mark will be allocated to the presentation. Teacher observations and the student reviews will be used by the teacher to make the final assessment decision.
It is expected that the majority of the group presentations will be in multi-modal form and these should be a maximum of 6 minutes. The individual reviews should be in written form to a maximum of 500 words.
