Purpose of Program

This unit is developed for students who require support to engage in work related activities. The unit aims to develop key work competencies based on levels of development of each student. Students gain skills in communication, citizenship, personal development, work and learning.

Description of Student Cohort
Students have previously participated in work experience, communication and goal setting programs. 
The students have multiple/intellectual disabilities and require assistance in most areas of negotiation, including understanding options and planning, evaluating their progress and recording information.
