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State Collapse, clan war and famine 1991-1992

Somali’s describe the civil war between 1991-1992 burbur (‘catastrophe’), as the
country was break apart by clans while factions was stealing the fragments of the
state as well as fighting to control the rural and urban resources. After four
months of conflicts in the capital city Mogadishu between 1991 and 1992, it was
believed that 25,000 people were killed and a million people fled the country as
well as 2 million were left nowhere to go. In the middle of disaster lack of water,
damage of environment and economic structure, clan cleansing and no food
provided lead to a famine in where 250,000 people died. The majority of the
people who suffered came from the south of the country; they were invaded by

the Somali military from bigger clans.
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At that moment Somalia’s failure were delayed and over looked because wars
that was occurring in the Gulfs and the Balkans, which created consideration for
the international communities. However, in 1991 the government of Djibouti
has tried to have a deal between July and June.

The UN diplomatic also got involve on early 1992, when a ceasefire occurred
between the two government that was fighting in Mogadishu, Ali Mahdi
Mohamed and General Mohamed Farah Aideed. The UNOSOM who are the
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peacekeepers and the UN operation in Somalia and couldn’t stop the violence
either address the famine of the state. However, signs of the civil war reforming
in the state occurred in May 1991 when the SNM announced the independent

Republic of Somaliland.

Furthermore, in 2000 the Somali clan elders and other senior leaders came
together and selected AbdulKassim Salat Hassan as president of Somalia at a
conference in Djibouti. Therefore, a temporary government was set up in that
period, as the people of Somalia and senior figures of the state wanted reconcile
between belligerent militias. However as its time of ending came to a close, the
government delayed the progress in uniting the country. In 2004, after extended
talks in Kenya, the chief generals and politicians made deal to establish a new
parliament, which then selected a president for the country. To form in in new
government was the 14th attempt that the Somali people tried to establish
government since 1991, it was difficult task and a lot of efforts were made in

order to bring reconciliation into the country among the clans.
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The Development of Islamic extremism Al-Shabaab

After formation of new government in the state, it had cooperation with Islamists
who gained control in 2006 of the south regions, including the capital city, and
they kicked out the main generals that ruled for 15 years. The government asked
helped from it neighbor country Ethiopia and having the assistance of Ethiopian
troops, the army took back the seized control from the Islamists at the end of
2006.

The Islamist t militant later declared themselves by name Al-Shabab group
which they stated that they have linked with al-Qaeda and in 2012 it was
pronounced that they are global Islamist terrorist group that are fighting against
the Somali government as well as Ethiopian forces, due to the control of south
Somalia by late 2008. In 2009 Ethiopia exiled their forces from the country and
Al-Shabab fighters took control of Baidoa, which was the stronghold of the
Somali government. Because Somalia hasn't had an effective government since

1991, Al-Shabab took advantage from this by gaining support from people.
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However, the people knocked back when they rejected the western food aid in

2011 when the country was going through drought and famine crisis.

Therefore, the conflict of Somalia became between the UN peacekeeping forces
and Al-Shabab Militant, which the Somali government took back the capital city
of Somalia Mogadishu from the Al-Shabab in 2011. Till today the country still
remains a failed state although the people are trying to establish a proper

government.
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Piracy

Due to the country absence of permanent government, it led to having Somali
pirates, which became a major threat to international communities that had
shipping around the Somali area. Therefore, this caused NATO to get involve and
do anti-piracy operations in the Somali Sea. Also the International communities
made efforts to stop the pirates destroying the country, and this became
possible, as since from 2012 the attacks of pirates have stopped. However,
because of on going civil war and no permanent government caused the Somali
pirates, this caused the international world to view again the country as failed

state that couldn’t establish proper government.
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Famine

In 2011, the situation of the country and the Somali people became worse as the
worst drought occurred in decades. Millions of Somali people died duo to the
starvations and it caused many to flee to the neighbour countries such as Kenya
and Ethiopia in order to get food supply. It was said that this was one of the
worst famines that happened in Somalia for the past 25 years. The famine first
started in southern Somalia Bakool and Lower Shabelle regions. These areas
where controlled by the militant Islamist group Al-Shabab, which have affiliation
to Al-Qaeda. Al-Shabab denied that there was famine in these areas; therefore
they prevented western aid agencies from operating on these regions that was

under their control.
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The famine then spread to other regions in Somalia such as Middle Shabelle,
Afgoye as well as camps that was for displaced people in the government control
city Mogadishu. It was reported that 4.6% of the total Somali population and
10%, which was children, under five years died in southern and central Somalia.
Also in Lower Shabelle, it's estimated that 18% of children under five years old

died whereas in Mogadishu 17%. The famine sustained until February in 2012,

Therefore, the main cause of the famine was because the Somalia’s government
didn’t know how to tackle the states chronic poverty, it affected the people and
primarily they didn’t know how to cope. Therefore, there was lack of providing
investment in social services and basic infrastructure as well as lack of good
governance in the country. Also the international communities as well
humanitarian aids did not immediately react when the country was going
through the drought crisis. This made again the western world to view the
country as failed state which its government couldn’t provide or understand how

to tackle the poverty of the country.
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Conclusion

In summary, Somalia is country that which its political or economic system
became weak because there was no government control for decades. The
country main failure was caused by external and internal factors. Somalia was
colonised by some European nations, which then divided the country and
destroyed its ecosystem. After the European countries were removed, a civil war
occurred between the Somali government and Somali National Movement (SNM)
militants, which led to millions of Somalis’ to die or be displaced in nearby
countries such as Ethiopia and Kenya. Due to clan cleaning between Somali
people, the country was recognised as failed state in the eyes of the international
communities. Even though the Somali people put a lot of effort to establish a
permanent government, which controls the country, however it seemed the
condition of the country got worse between 2006 and 2011. There were Somali
pirates in the sea regions, as well as the development of Islamist terrorist group
Al-Shabab and the 2011 famine that occurred in the country in which millions

have died.
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Topic: What are the causes that lead to Somalia widely be recognized as a
failed state?

Introduction

Many national security documents define “state failure” as major security
problem that develops in the world. For the past two decades the state Somalia
and its environment has been changing constantly. It has changed from civilian
war, which occurred in 1980s, to failure state, ineffective government, famine,
piracy, Islamic extremism and external intervention by the surrounded countries
such as Ethiopia and Kenya. Therefore, Somalia was viewed by the news and
international communities as failed state, which has lost independent control

over its own land.
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Somalia’s main failure started during the divisions of territories, this was caused
by foreign powers such Italy, Great Britain and France which was imposed by the
colonial powers such as Great Britain, Italy and France, as well as by other
interventions. After the long civil war, the rise of Islamic terrorist group Al-

Shabaab has also caused Somalia’s failed state.

Cold war and civil war between1988-91

The reason for the state failure of Somalia is that things happened inside and
outside the country. Somalia people were separated into five states by the
foreign groups such Britain, Italy and French.

The European colonial kept the country undeveloped as well as damage by
overpowering the Somali struggle movements. Therefore, conflict between
Britain and Italy during World War II also went into Somalia and it completely
devastated the country. Somalia finally earned its dependence from the
European colonials in 1960, it was a combination of recognised lands which has
been controlled by the Colonial powers and it needed plenty of infrastructure

and economic development.

After that the Somali National Movement knows as (SNM) was formed in the
year of 1982 and they received a support from the Isaaq clan.

The SNM revolution had long civilian war from 1988 when they attacked
government strongholds in Burco and Hargeisa. The Somali government reacted
with a brutal assault on the Isaaq clan, and around 50,000 people died and
making 650,000 people flee to neighbor countries such as Ethiopia and Djibouti.
Somalia was becoming a failed state at the end of the cold war and western
creation declined any strategy or foreign aid that will help the country to
withdrawn. Without any resources to maintain the politic system, Siad Bare lost
control of the state as well as the army. At beginning of 1991 he was exiled from
the capital city of Somalia Mogadishu by the United Somali Congress (USC) Army

which got helped from clans of Hawiye in South Central Somalia.
