COHORT/CONTEXT DESCRIPTION
	This should describe:

· the cohort of students (e.g. student background and learning needs).
The student cohort consists of 27 girls who have strong literacy skills and a keen interest in exploring historical evidence. Many of the students have studied History at this school since Year 8. These students possess sound sources analysis skills and are competent essay writers. Their research skills are well developed and most utilise information technology in the preparation and presentation of their work.

The assessment tasks have been chosen to meet not only all the learning requirements and assessment design criteria specified in the subject outline, but also to develop the historical skills which will be required at Stage 2 (as most students will continue History in Year 12). The assessment tasks are varied, with extended prose, and visual and oral formats being provided to ensure that the diverse needs of the students in the cohort are met. The investigation provides an opportunity for students to develop required research and critical thinking skills for Stage 2 Modern History.



LEARNING PROGRAM DESIGN

This program is based upon two historical studies on the theme Freedom and Oppression: the struggle for Civil Rights in the USA in the 1950s and 1960s and Human Rights abuses such as the Holocaust. A detailed study of these topics is attempted to enable students to develop the skills of depth-in-discipline analysis. A special emphasis is placed on the roles of individuals in these struggles. As a result, the students will gain detailed knowledge of the concepts of change and continuity, power and its distribution, the causes and resolution of conflicts, rules and rulers, and the influence of governments over individuals. 

The historical studies will be explored through evidence-based inquiries. Students will be engaged through a range of sources, such as motion pictures, documentaries, YouTube videos, websites and textbooks. Activities will include small group work, role play, poster design, essays, sources analysis, interviews, and participation in online discussion groups to provide opportunities for all students to demonstrate evidence of their learning.

A range of tasks has been chosen to cater for different learning styles, such as extended writing, multi-media presentations, short answer, oral presentations. Students have a number of opportunities to show achievement of the required assessment design criteria. There is flexibility in the modes of presentation of the Investigation, which can be written or oral. If it is necessary, other options for the essay on Schindler’s List will be provided for less able students, which will not require students to evaluate the accuracy of the film’s representation, but instead enable them to describe and explain the evidence presented in the film.



capabilities, literacy and NUMERACY OPPORTUNITIES

Capabilities

Communication – Students develop their ability to communicate their views about historical topics and issues effectively in oral, written, multimodal and visual forms. 
Citizenship – Examination of the social institutions, power relationships over time in Nazi Germany and the USA in the 1950s and 1960s. Students discuss to what extent it is possible for individuals to bring about change. Examination of historical narratives of the oppressed, resisters and freedom fighters will equip students to understand contemporary issues of cultural diversity and tolerance of difference.
Personal development – Students develop empathy with others through studying about people in other places and times. They develop their ability to think critically about the information they are exposed to through the critical analysis of historical materials.

Work – Critical thinking and skills in communicating can be applied to a variety of work situations.

Learning – The study of History and the investigation will allow students to develop skills in research, information, literacy, critical reading and analytical learning. The provisional nature of historical interpretations will allow them to see that learning continues throughout life.

Literacy and Numeracy skills

Students develop their skills in using a range of text types to communicate their views clearly through explicit teaching, scaffolding and provision of exemplars. Numeracy skills are developed through analysis of graphic material in historical sources, the sequencing of events chronologically, identification of patterns using numeric material in graphs and statistics.

	Struggle for civil rights in the 1950s

(Sources analysis)
	Students analyse three sources provided by the teacher regarding the role of individuals in the struggle for civil rights in 1950s <<America>>. The sources include a photograph, a cartoon and a newspaper article. Questions provide students with the opportunity to analyse and evaluate their authenticity, bias, reliability, limitations, and usefulness. 
	Homework task (maximum 1000 words).

	Human rights

(Investigation)
	Students choose an instance of human rights abuse in a country or area (e.g. Cambodia, Germany, Rwanda). Using the United Nations criteria students determine whether or not genocide has occurred. They support their findings with evidence from a variety of primary and secondary sources.
	Maximum of 1000 words if written or a maximum of 6 minutes if oral, or the equivalent in multimodal form.
