
Stage 1 Language and Culture
Assessment Type 3: Group Activity

Purpose

Students work collaboratively with others to plan, organise and implement an activity in which they apply their linguistic and intercultural knowledge and understanding to communicate in their language to a specific audience.

Description of Assessment

Students choose one of the following:

a. At least two students get together and script three or four situations in the target language, each showing a typical interaction between the older and younger generation reflecting differences or changes in attitudes and/or use of language about everyday events. The scripts are then presented to an audience.

b. At least two students get together and prepare a short magazine, on paper or electronically, in the target language, featuring, for example, item(s) on current news, humour, a celebrity/celebrities, health, sports, technology, local achievement(s), a quiz etc. that could be presented to the community or to the local community newspaper.

Area of Study

The focus of the study is either from the area of ‘Language of Social Interaction’ or ‘Language for Different Purposes’. Students will use their personal stories, knowledge and experiences and those from their family and /or community. 

Students should consider the following in their preparation:

· What story/stories do I have to tell? Are they well structured?

· What particular cultural features or use of language played a part in the story/stories?

· Have we produced texts the audience/readers will appreciate?

· Is everyone in the group contributing more or less equally to the end product? Is everyone being given an opportunity to contribute?

· How has the learning of this assessment increased your understanding of the language and the culture?

Assessment Conditions

Prepared in class and at home. Students, in negotiation with the teacher, decide how the group activity will be assessed beforehand; the process is documented. Students may be assessed individually or the group may receive the same result. Maximum time of up to 6 minutes for the oral or 800 words for the written.
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
