COHORT/CONTEXT DESCRIPTION
	This should describe:

· the cohort of students (e.g. student background and learning needs).
Around 50 students of mixed gender and a variety of backgrounds choose to do this subject in a seaside, resort town with a wonderful, diverse, interesting and unique marine environment. Many of them have experienced limited academic success in the past despite having average ability. Some have literacy and numeracy difficulties and need help to progress through the program. A few are of above average ability.


PROGRAM DESIGN

	The program is focussed on the Key Areas of Study of Learning and Communication in a Marine Studies Course and gives students the chance to develop these capabilities in the local marine environment. It brings aspects of the local tourist industry and seaside community together in a coherent program of study that many students choose because of appeal and reputation and become involved in completing the work required out of interest and with enthusiasm to achieve considerable success utilising teacher expertise, available resources and local contacts. It meets SACE learning requirements by engaging the students in interesting activities, worthwhile projects, enjoyable field trips and the exploration and appreciation of their seaside culture.

The school timetable provides for 3 x 50 minute plus 1 x 100 minute lessons spread throughout the week.

There is some flexibility built into the program as students can choose which local marine issues and marine animals to research and can negotiate the presentation format for their group activity and project.


CAPABILITIES, LITERACY AND NUMERACY OPPORTUNITIES

	Capabilities

Opportunities are provided for students to develop the capabilities of communication and learning when they:
· communicate their solution of a local marine issue to an audience

· create a display communicating the creatures living, and the processes occurring, in their aquarium
· apply their knowledge learned, concepts understood and skills acquired to obtain a satisfactory result in their Snorkelling Proficiency assessment and pass their Boat Licence Examination

· reflect on their development and critically evaluate their learning.
Literacy and Numeracy skills

Opportunities for students to develop their literacy and numeracy skills are provided throughout this course. Literacy skills are developed when students are required to read for learning their workbooks on snorkelling and boat licence prior to testing, and when students are required to read and analyse information and articles that provide the research background for their consideration of local marine issues and then communicate their recommended solution to an audience. Numeracy skills are developed during the setting up, establishment and maintenance of the aquarium when water flow rate is measured and controlled and when aquarium conditions are measured and monitored on a regular basis. In the project, students are required to measure the abundance and map the distribution of their study animal.

Students apply their knowledge learned, concepts understood and skills acquired to obtaining a satisfactory result in an AUF Snorkelling theory test, achieving competency in their snorkelling skills and attaining at least 5 hours of snorkelling experience. Students then reflect on their progress and critically evaluate their learning.

	Task 6 - Boat Licence

(Practical)
	Students study SA Recreational Boating Safety Handbook learning about navigation rules, boat safety, emergency procedures and state regulations before undertaking boat handling training focussing on these topics. Students apply their knowledge learned, concepts understood and skills acquired to obtaining a satisfactory result in a Boat Licence Examination. Students then reflect on their progress and critically evaluate their learning.

	Task 2 - Marine Issue:
Local Sharks

(Group Activity)
	Students work individually and as members of a team to consider the local marine issue of sharks along our local beaches. They research the background and investigate the options for resolution. They analyse the advantages and disadvantages of each option then meet as a group to justify and discuss their views before recommending a solution that is communicated to an audience.

	Task 4 - Marine Issue:
Choice

(Group Activity)
	Students work individually and as members of a team to consider a local marine issue of choice (sea grass mounds, seagulls, plastic bags, boat ramp marina). They research the background and investigate the options for resolution. They analyse the advantages and disadvantages of each option then meet as a group to justify and discuss their views before recommending a solution that is communicated to an audience.

	Task 3 - Marine Aquarium

(Folio & Discussion)
	Students work as the member of a team to build, establish and maintain a temperate marine aquarium. This involves setting up and conditioning the tank, collecting its inhabitants, and regularly testing the seawater, taking appropriate steps to ensure water quality is maintained and marine life is supported. Students then feed and care for the marine creatures in their aquarium and set up an aquarium display to communicate the natural processes occurring in the aquarium.

	Project

(External component)
