	Assessment Type 1: Skills and Applications Tasks

Weighting 20%
	Produce a contact sheet and postcard prints

Students produce a contact sheet containing 10 images and then choose 6 of those images to produce as postcard prints. Students demonstrate a range of skills in digital photography processing (e.g. use of camera RAW, manual settings – f stop; ISO; shutter speed, selection of lenses, contrast and curve adjustments, exposure adjustments, white balance, composition elements, printing options, and presentation techniques). Students write an evaluation of the process of realisation and how well the design brief requirements have been met.

	Materials Application (Lenses)

Students test different lenses through which photographic images can be captured.  They investigate how the properties of the lenses affect the composition of the image. Presentation of findings could be in the form of annotated images or examples, scanned images, annotated displays, multimedia oral presentations or written reports. The results of this investigation should inform the students’ choice of lenses to be used for their product. Students work individually.

	Assessment Type 2: Folio

Weighting 30%


	Design brief, ideas and planning of own product, including investigation of issue related to product

(Series of 4-25x20 cm black and white photographs based on a selected theme)

Investigation

Students identify a need and produce a design brief containing specifications for a series of 4-25x20 cm black and white photographs based on a selected theme for a selected audience such as the school magazine or a photographic magazine.  Students investigate other photographers’ work and consider such aspects as time constraints, availability of equipment required and accessibility of suitable images to be photographed. They consider and analyse any appropriate processing techniques that would enhance their final images. Students investigate the impact their images might have on others.

Planning

Students draw on the findings of their investigation to create a number of alternative individual design ideas of their images. They outline their findings from the Materials application and indicate their choice of hardware and software that will be used to create their product.

Evaluation

Students evaluate the product against the requirements of the design brief and suggest possible improvements. Students analyse the impact their images might have on others.

Weighting 50%


	Produce a series of 4-25x20 cm black and white photographs based on a selected theme

They present a product record containing annotated photos and an outline of the production process through this task. The product record includes the following:

· final prints 
· annotated prints that are rejected as final prints (proofs)

· steps of production

· analysis of the final product

· reflection on the effectiveness of the system realisation process
Students reflect on improvements to their finished work and how they engaged in the realisation process.
