OPTION 1: INVESTIGATION  (WRITTEN PART ONLY)
Culture is passed along by communication and imitation from one generation to the next and a way of the behaviours, beliefs, values and symbols of people from all countries(Web1). Also culture consists of activities such as the arts and philosophy, which are considered to be important for developing of civilization and people’s minds. There is a strong link between culture and food. This includes that fusion of food and culture, culture define through food and taste can vary across cultures.

In addition, all countries have their own specific taste (Web1). ‘Taste can vary across cultures’ (Vecchio, 2009). For example, compare with India and Japan. First is Japan which is surrounded all by sea so they can get many marine products such as fishes, shellfishes, oysters, and etc. for that reason, Japanese enjoy eating marine products and it is able to say that marine products can be the food of Japan. So their meal in many ways for food hence, most of Japanese foods are plain, no oily, not spicy and not salty. Second is India, which use many spices for food such as cumin, chillies, coriander, mrethi, fenugreek, fennel, turmeric and jaggery (Web2) and those spices make their own smell.
Finally, ‘Cultures define themselves through food’ (Vecchio, 2009). For example, in Korea, people are enjoying to eat hot foods in summer. From long generation, Korean has been fought with hot summer by eating hot food. Ancestors thought and believe that by eating hot food in summer is reduced high temperature of body like fight fire with fire. By means of that Korean could endure hot summer. Another example is dining manner. Korea and Japan have many similar culture but some dining manners are different. First, in Korea, if someone makes a noise during meal time and it is really rude manner to all people. However, in Japan, it is opposite. If no one make a noise then it is really rude to person who made a meal for them. Second is no one hold a bowl during a meal in Korea also it is really rude manner but in Japan they only use chopstick not spoon much, therefore they need to hold a bowl to have. 
In conclusion, there are many reasons which can proves that food and link are connected very strongly such as fusion food, their own taste of food and it can shown through the cultures.
